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Why Readers Make Inferences While Reading
When readers make inferences they behave like reading
detectives.

Sometimes the author does not give you all of the information
you need fo urderstand everylhing that is happening in a fext.

Instead the author gives you clues. You can use the author's
clues along with what you dlready know to make an inference.
Thisis somefimes called *reading between the lines.”

For example, if an author writes; "Jascn made a terrible mistake
and his face tuned bright red.” you can infer that Jason is
embarassed. This inference makes sense because you know
that if a person's face furns red affer making a mistake, it usually
means that they feel embarrassed,

Ktrators also leave clues. Make sure fo look at the pictures fo
leam more obout characters, setiings, problems, and solutions.
